Adopted Resolution 2016-02 to approve the signers of
a new account for the Fire Tax money.

Hired Michael J. Chambers full time for the Public
Works Department.

Approved a 2% raise for Joseph Frey, Jr.

Accepted the resignation of Linda Fraver from the
Recreation Board.

Approved the PPL upgrade of our street lights to
L.E.D.’s at a cost not to exceed $1,000.00.

Approved the purchase of a Time Capsule from the
Founders Day account.

Approved the use of the Borough Hall for National
Night Out.

Approved entering into an agreement with P.R.L.N.T. to
do an updated Borough Directory at no cost to the
Borough.

Adopted Resolution 2016-03 naming Jason Frank as
our agent to obtain disaster relief funds for the snow
disaster in January 2016.

Advertised for bids for the 2016 road project.

Approved the removal of a half dead tree at 1001 W.

| hope you all had a safe and fun summer, but now fall is approaching and another opportunity to dis-

cuss Fire Prevention. This year’s Fire Prevention is the week of October 9-15, 2016. This years cam-
paign, “Don’t wait—Check the Date! Replace Smoke Alarms every 10 years.”

NFPA'’s survey data shows that the public has many misconceptions about smoke alarms, which may
put them at increased 4risk in the event of a home fire. For example, only a small percentage of people
know how old their smoke alarms are, or how often they need to be replaced. As a result of those and
related findings, we’re addressing smoke alarm replacement this year with a focus on these key messag-
es:

e Smoke alarms should be replaced every 10 years.
e Make sure you know how old all the smoke alarms are in your home.

To find out how old a smoke alarm is, look at the date of manufacture on the back of the alarm; the
alarm should be replaced 10 years from that date.

Now as we move into the Fall/Winter sea-
sons, please remember that school is back in session and our children will be moving to & from school during
the morning and afternoon hours. Please be aware of crosswalks and stop for pedestrians at these locations.

Keep your sidewalks clear of snow and ice and do not throw snow out into the streets. The

time limit is 24 hours after the event ends.

You cannot save your parking space once it is shoveled by placing lawn chairs or other

sundry things in the street.

Keep your yards clear of garbage & refuse. Keep grass cut—not over 6” high.

Recycle—Plastics numbered 1-7; Cartons-milk, juice, broth; Aerosols-hairspray, cleaning
supplies, shaving cream; Cardboard-any size, any quantity; Paper-all types; Cans-clean &

empty food, beverage, paint, soup, pet food.

Clean up after your animals both at your property and when walking your pets.

Trim your tree branches that overhang the sidewalk by less than eight (8’) feet.

Trim your branches that overhang street by less than twelve (12’) feet.

Do not place your trash and recyclables out for pickup prior to 1:00 p.m. on Monday

Do not put trash in your recycle container

Only one (1) large item may be put out for pickup each week

Limit outside storage so that your property looks appealing to others

Keep your pets on a leash when they are off your property

Do not let your dogs and CATS run loose

Do not dump into the storm sewer system

Do not put your storm drainage into the sanitary sewer system

No Burning permitted except for recreational burning in a covered burn pit. Keep all
burn pits at least ten (10’) feet from all buildings and property lines

We have changed the Show Emergency Routes. Pay special attention to the new street

Managing Stormwater Runoff

Federal and State regulations regulating what goes into our rivers, streams, and lakes have extended to local governments.
Communities across PA are developing ways to control this runoff from municipal operations by implementing a number of
on-going practices. Local governments also have a responsibility to help educate their residents and business owners. One
way for homeowners and businesses to play a part in this effort is through water conservation. By being smarter about our
water use, not only can we save water, energy and money, we can help our rivers, streams, and lakes too. Here are 10 sim-
ple tips for saving water and helping rivers:

1.

Turn the water off while you brush your teeth and save 2 gallons a minute

Fix dripping faucets and running toilets. 1 drop per second can waste up to 2,700 gallons a year.
Choose efficient showerheads, dishwashers, and other appliances.

Only run your washing machine & dishwasher when they are full

Dispose of chemicals properly at a hazardous waste drop off center—do not pour them on the ground, into the sewer or
down the drain.

Avoid using pesticides or herbicides on your yard and garden
Use mulch to keep moisture from leaving the soil
Water the lawn in the early morning or evening and avoid watering on windy days

Plant a rain garden. It absorbs and filters runoff and pollution otherwise headed for streams

10. Use a rain barrel to collect rain and help water your plants.
